Oregon opened two ABLE programs: the Oregon ABLE Savings Plan for residents and ABLE for ALL for non- residents. Both plans require a minimum deposit of $25.  Both have a cash option and three investment options.  The investment options have asset based fees ranging from 0.30% to 0.38% per year.  There is an annual fee $55 for ABLE for ALL and a $45 annual fee for the Oregon ABLE Savings Plan.  Those who sign up for the Oregon ABLE Savings Plan by December 31, 2017 will save 50% on the annual fee. Both of the ABLE plans allow qualified individuals with disabilities to safe up to $14,000 a year in an ABLE account without jeopardizing their eligibility for benefits.  The ABLE account can be used for disability related expenses to increase or maintain the health, independence or quality of life for the individual.  An ABLE account can be set up and used for items that a special needs trust can’t pay for.  Also, the individual with disabilities can put some of their own money into the ABLE account. ADOVACY UPDATE:


The Governor has come out with a Recommended Budget and she is suggesting some spending cuts that will impact the Intellectual/Developmental Disabilities System including:


Elimination of Family Network Funding


Elimination of Regional Programming


Elimination of Fairview Housing Trust Fund 


Reduced funding to Community Developmental Disabilities Programs and Brokerages.


The good news is that the budget funds the Oregon Developmental Disabilities Services Budget at the current service level which means that services will be funded.


The budget is only a recommendation and it is up to us to advocate to ensure that our priorities are included in the legislative approved budget. The Oregon Department of Transportation, Disability Rights of Oregon, and the Association of Oregon Centers for Independent Living have reached a proposed agreement to make state highways more accessible to people with disabilities.  The proposed agreement will bring on more than 10,000 curb ramps and pedestrian signals committing $5 million to begin the work immediately.  The agreement also commits to a schedule to fix the curbs and pedestrian signals over the next 15 years.
